A description of how the nom nee has served as a business | eader/advisor,
focusing on both the customer and the market and bringing the two together
effectively.

A description of how the nom nee denmpnstrated a commitment to professional
devel opment, both personally and organi zational | y.

A description of how the nom nee's acconplishnent (s) resulted in substanti al
smal | business participation or created significant subcontracting
opportunities.

The antici pated selection date is TBD. The award cerempony will be held at the
Federal Acquisition Conference in Washington DC; travel expenses for the award
winner will be paid by GSA
